When Giotto de Bondone was a young boy tending sheep 
in the mountains of Northern Italy, he drew pictures to pass the time. 
A traveling artist discovered Giotto’s drawings and  offered him an apprenticeship. 
There Giotto’s learned how to make paintbrushes, and art tools, 
which materials could be used to create different colors of paint
and worked on drawings and small parts of paintings.
Eventually Giotto left to find work on his own.  
He became the chief master of cathedral buildings and public art in Florence.  
He was best known for painting people who appeared 
three-dimensional  rather than flat.  
Many of  the paintings of Giotto’s time were made with egg tempera paint 
on special panels of wood.  There were no art stores so artists made paints 
by grinding minerals, clay, berries and even insects into a fine powder and 
mixing this pigment with egg yolk and water.  
Egg tempura makes a thin, fast drying coat of bright color.  
The paint is very strong and long lasting.

  Michelangelo was the greatest Renaissance artist of all times. 
He was a Painter and Sculptor. 
No other form of art expresses the form of the body better than sculpting.  
  His greatest love was studying the human body, 
both in painting and in sculpture.  
One of  Michelangelo’s best known and loved works 
is his painting on the ceiling of the Sistine Chapel .

Michelangelo built a tall, strong scaffold with wooden planks 
so he could  climb the scaffold and be close enough to the ceiling 
to paint the entire ceiling while lying on his back. 
 It took four years to complete the entire ceiling ! 
Such dedication !


Vincent van Gogh discovered painting after he had tried and
failed at many other professions from art dealer to preacher. 
van Gogh’s 800 some paintings were created in the last ten years

of his life.  His art never reached recognition during his life.
 He often worked day and night without stopping spending all of his money on paint, 
and even forgetting to eat. (..oh no !!)
His paintings  are  filled with color, swirling images, and intense feelings.  
One way he showed motion in his work was to make lines of color 
spreading out into the background.  
His paintings show rings of light surrounding stars in a night time sky or 
radiating  from a hot summer sun.  
 One of his favorite subjects was sunflowers.  
To him they symbolized gratitude, to his brother for support,
 to Gauguin (the Artist, we’ll talk about him later ) for friendship,
 to the sun for light and warmth. 
He wanted to sell his series of sunflower paintings for about eighty dollars but had no luck.  
In 1987 the piece known as Sunflowers sold for nearly forty million dollars !

In Paris from 1876 to 1878, Claude Monet
concentrated on the effects of the ever-changing urban world, 
but it was in the country that Monet felt most comfortable.  
In the 1880’s and later in Giverny, France (where he would live for the rest of his life)
 he devoted much of his work to the pure effect of nature. 
Monet painted anything from simple haystacks to grand cathedrals, 
but he is best known for his painted impressions of lovely gardens and 
reflections in water of flowers and trees.  
 One of his most famous paintings is the Footbridge ( from a bridge that crossed his pond).  Monet was known for painting with short brush strokes and dabbles and splashes
 of pretty colors, catching light and reflection in his work. 
 He definitely practiced !

He was a painter, a sculptor, an architect, an engineer, a town planner, 
an inventor, a scientist, a writer and a musician !  
 He was one of the greatest geniuses the world has ever known.  
He was one of the first scientist to cut open dead animals and humans
 so that he could study the muscles, bones, and organs inside.  ( yukky  !!! )

 DaVinci’s drawings of the human body were so good 
that doctors used his pictures in medical books for hundreds of years. 
He was a very curious fellow and followed through with his curiosity !

Edgar Degas was one of the artists in a group of artists 
known as an Impressionists.  
These painters and sculptors lived in France about 100 years ago.  
Their art broke all the traditional rules of painting. 
 They used bright splashes of color, quick dashes of paintbrush

(remember van Gogh) and chalk and lots of sparkling light
 to show scenes of everyday Life.  
Unlike other impressionists Degas stayed indoors, 
he is best known for his paintings of dancers at the ballet and the night-life of Paris.  
 Degas used charcoal and chalk as much as paint to create his artwork. 
 Degas captured every moment of the work of ballet dancers, 
from the beginning of practice to the end of a dance performance !

Impressionism - A practice of painting  among French painters
 in the late 19th and early 20th century   
painting  the natural appearances of objects and subjects  by means of dabs or strokes, 
without  elaboration of detail.

Pablo Picasso was an artistic genius
 and is remembered for his style of art called Cubism.
As a child Picasso showed an incredible artistic talent and 
was considered a child prodigy.  
Picasso’s father, an artist as well, gave all of his own art supplies to 
13 year old Picasso because he showed such amazing talent.  
By 19 years of age he was a fully trained, professional artist.  
He moved to Paris and lived a very poor, simple life while painting over 200 works.  (Wow !)
These paintings showed his sadness over what he saw and felt about 
the poor lives of those around him.  This was called his Blue Period.  
Then Picasso began to paint  happier;  painting clowns and performers at the circus.  
This was called his Rose Period  !!
Next he started to paint pictures that looked more like puzzles  with the pieces all out of order.  
Sometimes Picasso would stick things to his paintings 
like newspaper clippings, a bottle label, buttons, cloth or string
 – a technique called collage invented by Picasso.  
Picasso painted until the very day he died at the age of 92. 
 When you love something you give it a lot of attention !

Pierre-Auguste Renoir grew up in a poor working-class family, living in Paris. 
As a teenager, Renoir painted designs on china dishes and ladies fans to earn money.  
He was so good his friend encouraged him to continue painting as a career. 
Renoir is best-loved for his paintings of flowers, pretty children, outdoor scenes, 
and beautiful women! 
He worked side-by-side with Monet,  and there his artwork was recognized.
His purpose was to communicate a certain social milieu. 
Visiting Italy in the autumn of 1881 and inspired by the masters of the High Renaissance, 
he developed a renewed interest for the art of the past. 
Renoir had a loving family and enjoyed a happy home. 
In his later years he became crippled with arthritis.

When his hands could no longer grasp the paintbrush, he would have the brush 
tied to his arm so he could continue to paint!    Such determination !

As a child, Henri de Toulouse-Lautrec loved drawing and horseback riding.  
When his legs were severely injured during his teens, 
he discovered he had a magnificent artistic talent that 
would become his careerand his life. 


As he grew older he spent time at the circus, noisy French cafes, 
carnivals, shows and town performances drawing the people and animals
 in colorful  Impressionistic works of art. 
He is well known for painting over 300 posters to advertise performances 
in his favorite cafes and theaters. 
 In his posters he would outline  his models or subjects
 with broad paint lines, and then only partially fill in the work with more paint.  
This style would highlight portions of the poster to capture the attention
 of a someone passing by!

Nothing kept him from painting and practicing !

Paul Gauguin used color in entirely new ways in his paintings.  
He might paint a sky yellow, grass orange and mountains red !  
Gauguin was a French artist who was a sailor for many years,

then became a stock broker in Paris.
 After taking lessons he quit his job and became an artist full time. 
 Gauguin was a friend of van Gogh for a while, 
although they didn’t get along very well ! 
Gauguin traveled to the South Seas and Tahiti 
where he would make his home for the rest of his life.  
The beauty of Tahiti inspired Gauguin  to paint 
most of his famous beautiful works. 
He painted in flat, bright colors, showing the lives of the native Tahitians.

This is where he began to experiment with color ! 
He truly followed his own voice from within !

Photography had not been invented in Rembrandt’s time, 
so hiring him as an artist was the only way to get a picture portrait  taken.  
 There are only a few people in history who are so famous 
that they’re known by their first names and Rembrandt is one of them!  
He was an important artist when alive and his fame has grown greater through the years.  
The paintings, drawings, and prints he created are priceless.   
Rembrandt liked to practice by making drawings of himself.  
He would look in a mirror and draw what he saw. 
 He especially liked making faces and drawing his expressions such as 
shocked, fearful, angry,  or happy.  
Rembrandt liked to use strong lighting to add interest to a face.  
He would show half of a person’s face with bright sunlight

falling on it, and the other half in deep shadow. 
Rembrandt practice and practiced and practiced !

Henri Matisse,  a French artist who made bright, joyful paper collages
 in simple shapes, became famous as the leader of a new style of art call Post Impressionism, 
which featured a new way to paint and express feelings. 
 Because these strange shapes and bright colors were shocking, 
the style was called “fauvism” which  means “wild beast” in French, 
because the new Post Impressionistic art was so wild and expressive. 
 Matisse loved simple contrast in colors and believed they could tell a story.  
Matisse used blue to show truth or heaven, orange to show love or gentleness, 
red to show excitement or fire, and green to show growth or change.  
Part of the enjoyment of looking at the work of Matisse
 is trying to understand what stories he was telling
 through the colors of his Art !

Meret Oppenheim’s most famous piece of Dada art is 
a cup, saucer, and an spoon covered in real fur.  
 Oppenheim an American artist, considered herself a member of the Dadaists.

This group was made up of zany, charming artist’s who 
produced amusing works of art called Dada.  
The dadaists like the name Dada because it symbolized how simple and 
 absurd their art could be – (like the language of a child) 
a complete change from the art of that present time. 
 The materials used in creating a Dadaist object can be  anything, 
especially assorted and collected junk such as  scrap paper,
 feathers, fabric, fake fur, buttons, broke toys,

tool box , or junk drawer parts and so on !

 In one of Lange’s most famous photographs, Migrant Mother, 
she shows how the failure of crops due to dust storms and 
droughts affected the farmer of California.

Migrant  Mother shows a tired migrant worker woman holding her starving children. 
 Many people in America were so moved by Lange’s photograph 
that they helped the people in the drought stricken areas of California 
and saved many lives.  
Lange’s photographs had the power to get people to make changes 
in the world by telling an important story.

Ballet and Music has the same power as Art
 to make change in the world !
