An impressive piece of choreography 

has a special quality,

  (now you can see why your final finish is so important ! )

As you learn to choreograph 

you’ll begin to develop 

an awareness of the connectedness of the movements.  

Many movements make up the overall shape

 and development of a  dance performance. 

Much like a  composer does when composing music,

 he or she connects  three or four movements to

create a symphony.

Soon you will not be

 thinking about the steps as separate movements 

but one movement will enchain another until

 you’ve created a performance!

A dance must follow a logical sequence  

so the  audience understands

 this is the beginning , this is the middle and the end is near,

… which, if it’s a Brilliant  performance 

the audience  won’t want  it to end ..

and will all at once  stand, clapping and yelling

BRAVO, BRAVO…
